“The success of the Collier County Sheriff’s
Office’s Threat Management Program make it a
model for law enforcement agencies across the na-
tion to learn from and to incorporate into their own
school violence prevention initiatives,” Burke said.
“Sheriff Rambosk and his agency are leading the
way when it comes to school safety initiatives.”

In 2019, the Collier County Sheriff’s Office imple-
mented a threat management team that includes a
coordinator and representatives from around the
agency including Mental Health Bureau, Special
Investigations Section, Youth Relations Bureau,
Delinquency Prevention Services Bureau, and
Counter-Terrorism and Intelligence Bureau.

Our threat management team works closely
with Collier County Public Schools. The Sheriff’s
Office and the School District can help direct and
guide a student with concerning behaviors toward

resources such as David Lawrence Centers for
Behavioral Health, Florida Department of Children
and Families, and Florida Department of Juvenile
Justice. Deputies also provide mentoring and sup-
portive relationships.

Superintendent Dr. Patton said the Threat
Management Program is a true partnership be-
tween the School District and the Sheriff’s Office.

“We say, ‘See something, say something, and tell
someone,” Dr. Patton said. “Potential or a real threat
our Sheriff’s Office are banging at those people’s
homes at one in the morning, three in the morning.”

The Sheriff’s Office and School District are
committed to providing a safe school environ-
ment. Every school threat is taken seriously and
thoroughly investigated. Students responsible for
making a threat face real consequences with the
potential of being arrested and charged with a fel-
ony. The Sheriff’s Office is committed to keeping
the community safe by holding those who make
threats accountable.

The mission of the CCSO Animal
Cruelty Investigations Alliance is to
utilize a multi-agency response to pro-
actively investigate alleged cases of an-
imal neglect and cruelty, as well as pre-
vention and public education outreach.

The CCSO Animal Cruelty
Investigations Alliance is comprised of
specially-trained investigators and a
full-time veterinarian that assists with
crime scene forensic processing and in-
vestigations.

he Collier County Sheriff’s Office

has demonstrated its commit-

ment to excellence in law en-
forcement by earning re-accredita-
tion from CALEA, the Commission on
Accreditation for Law Enforcement
Agencies Inc.

Accreditation is a voluntary process
that affirms a law enforcement agency’s
commitment to the highest standards of
professionalism and service. Each pro-
cess has fixed standards that an agency
must initially demonstrate compliance
with, and then demonstrate continu-
ing adherence to, in order to achieve
re-accreditation.

CCSO complied with more than 400
standards in order to be reaccredited.

CCSO has been accredited through
CALEA since 1994.

“We are accredited in every essen-
tial area of our organization,” Sheriff
Rambosk said. “This represents the pro-
fessional level at which we operate and
serve every day.”

The assessment team was comprised
of law enforcement practitioners from
similar but out-of-state agencies. The
assessors reviewed written materials,
interviewed individuals, and conduct-
ed virtual visits of our offices and oth-
er locations where compliance can be
witnessed.

CALEA Commissioner Jeffrey Smythe
noted that CCSO not only complied with
therequired standards, but also complied

with all of the voluntary standards.
“You set the mark for the day,
Commissioner Smythe said of the site
visit. “That was remarkable.”
Commissioner Smythe is the former
chief of police for the Burlington, N.C.
Police Department and currently serves
as the director of the North Carolina
Criminal Justice Standards Division.
Commissioner Smythe also said CCSO
has done an exemplary job in the area
of community engagement, noting the
agency’s Citizens Review Panel and ef-
forts to recruit diverse job candidates.
He also congratulated CCSO on its com-
mitment to Crisis Intervention Training
for deputies. About 90 percent of our
deputies have taken the training so far.

PHOTOS BY VIDEOGRAPHER/PHOTOGRAPHER MARINA TREJO/CCSO (2)

wo new satellite locations

nity engagement and access

than ever to the Collier County Youth
Resource Center.

The satellite locations are at 11121
U.S. 41 E. in East Naples (adjacent to
the Greater Naples Fire Rescue sta-
tion), and inside the Golden Gate
Community Center, 4701 Golden Gate
Parkway in Golden Gate. The satel-
lites bring increased access to the ser-
vices that are available at the original
Youth Resource Center location, which
was established in 2010 in the Collier
County Courthouse.

Led by Sheriff Kevin Rambosk, the
Youth Resource Center is a partner-
ship between CCSO and local service
providers. Its mission is to assist fam-
ilies and provide resources that help
youth develop into productive and re-
sponsible citizens.

“The Youth Resource Center is a
terrific example of what can be ac-
complished when we all work togeth-
er to benefit our community,” Sheriff
Rambosk said. “These additional loca-
tions will make it easier than ever for
families to access its services.”

CCSO and several of its community
partners that provide services through

the center celebrated the opening of

the satellites with an open house Feb. 2
at the Golden Gate Community Center.

“We wanted to become more acces-
sible to youth and families in our com-
munity, and by having satellite offices
it makes it easier for them to get to us,”
said Youth Resource Center Supervisor
Caren Langevin.

Future goals include adding satel-
lite offices in Immokalee, Golden Gate
Estates and North Naples, and a mo-
bile Youth Resource Center that could

travel around the county, Langevin
said.

Through the center and its satellites,
Collier County families have access to:
M Assessments for youth and families
M Individual and group counseling
B Substance abuse education, coun-

seling, and drug testing
B Anger management and crisis inter-

vention training
B Parent support groups and skills
training

M Mentoring services
B Community service opportunities
H Recreational and sporting activities
For example, Langevin said, par-
ents dealing with an ungovernable
child could contact the center and
have an assessment completed. The
child could be assigned a deputy men-
tor who would meet with the child at
home or school at least once a week.
The deputy mentor would provide
positive support to help get the child

back on track. In each intake case, an
initial assessment is completed by the
center’s licensed clinical social work-
er with recommendations made for
follow-up.

Community partners providing ser-
vices include Collier County Public
Schools, Lutheran Services Florida,
Florida Department of Children and
Family Services, Florida Department
of Juvenile Justice, and David
Lawrence Centers.

CA Grad Hooks Kids Up With Fishing Gear

hen school lets out for summer break, new
W gear will be waiting for kids who participate
in the Collier County Sheriff’s Office’s fish-

ing program at Naples Pier.

And it’s all thanks to the efforts of a CCSO Citizens
Academy graduate who saw a need for new fishing equip-
ment and enlisted the community’s help.

“This generous donation underscores how invaluable a
resource our Citizens Academy is,” Sheriff Kevin Rambosk
said. “The partnerships that are forged benefit us as an
agency and in instances like this the community at large.”

Brian Kamprelocated to Collier County from New Jersey.
Wanting to become more of a part of his new communi-
ty, the retired sheet metal worker enrolled in our Citizens
Academy, which gives participants an up-close look at the
inner workings of the agency. He was impressed with the

work CCSO does to keep the community safe.

Kamp continued to be impressed by the agency when
he learned about how our Youth Relations Bureau depu-
ties teach kids how to fish at the pier as part of our annu-
al Summerfest youth activities program. It brought back
memories of how someone taught him to fish 60 years
ago, so he decided to check it out for himself. He’s been
coming back to the pier, helping deputies with the pro-
gram for the past four years.

“It touched me that you don’t put (Youth Relations) of-
ficers in a squad car in the summer and that they're out
there with the kids back in the community,” he said.

Last year, Kamp noticed the tackle was getting to be in
poor shape, so he came up with the idea of a fundraising
drive to buy new gear. An Elks Club member in New Jersey
for 43 years, Kamp approached Naples Elks Lodge 2010

with his idea. The local Elks were on board. The Elks held
raffles during Sunday NFL football games to raise money
and members simply donated to the cause.

A pig roast and raffle with prizes donated by area busi-
nesses wrapped up the fundraising drive. The event sold
out and met its goal, raising enough money to purchase
40 rod and reel combos from Sunshine Ace Hardware
in Naples. Sunshine Ace has been a longtime partner
with CCSO in the fishing program, along with Naples
Wholesale-Retail Bait and Everglades Fishing Co.

Besides new fishing gear, there will be plenty of new
faces to greet kids this summer, said Kamp, who has since
joined the local Elks lodge. Members are “already lining
up” to volunteer, he said.

“I left the officers with a commitment to help them out
and the Elks will be there this summer, Kamp said.
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
